Before You Read: Context & Culture of James

It can be helpful fo have some information on the confexr
and culture of the people lIiving at the fime James was written.

The author of James is most likely Jesus” brother, James, who
affter seeing the resurrected Jesus, (I Corinthians 15:7) became
a leader of the Jerusalem church. James was probably written
around 44-45 AD. During this time, Jewish Christians
experienced persecution by the Sadducees and by King
Herod Agrippa | (Acts 3-92;12), and many Jewish Christians
scatftered away from Jerusalem to avoid the persecution. The
term “dispersion” in James 1:1 refers to the scattering of the
Jews. James was written as a circulating letter, which means
that it was intended not just for one church/location, but to be
passed on to other churches. It is written in the genre of Jewish
